Shear Valve Testing
MDEQ Shear Valve Test Procedure

Visually confirm that all shear valves are properly installed, “trip” mechanism is functional and in good condition.
Manually close the shear valve.

Energize the pump and attempt to dispense fuel from the corresponding nozzle into a suitable container.
Confirm that the shear valve effectively interrupts the flow of fuel so that no fuel is dispensed from the nozzle.
Return the nozzle to the hanging position and shut down the pump.

Return the shear valve to the open position ensuring “trip” mechanism is functional and in correct position.
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Note: MDEQ certification as a UST installer is required to repair or install shear valves.
